Corinne presented a series of
beautiful Arctic imagestakenin
Nunavut and Greenland during a
tour on a Canadian ice breaker
ship. The marine tour alowed
opportunities to take some
unique images.

The first image presented in this
series was a classic landscape

: with beautiful light of the
shoreline of Baffin Island. There was another
wonderful image of a polar bear, swimming in the
cyan-coloured water under overcast sky and looking
at the camera, taken with along lens when the ship’s
engines were cut and the ship was fairly stationary.

The ship travelled from Iqualuit, Nunavut to Pond
Inlet, Nunavut. It cut through ice in Lancaster Sound
on Baffin Island Pond Inlet is on the south-eastern
side of the Sound. Many fascinating images were
taken in Pond Inlet of the friendly people there.

Onward again to the town of Illulisat on the coast of
Greenland. Thisallowed access by ship to the area
where icebergsform off the coast of Greenland, in an
area called Jacobshaven Glacier. Corinne's
wonderful images of icebergs clearly showed their
remarkable shapesand sizes

Mary Lake islocated in the heart of the Oak Ridges
Moraine. Themoraineisageological landform,
created when the Wisconsin glacier retreated from
southern Ontario about 10,000 years ago. It is made
up of glacial till (a mixture of rocks, pebbles, sand
and silt) that was gouged out of the landscape further
north, transported by the ice as it advanced, and then
deposited at the leading edge of the glacier asit
began to melt. The Oak Ridges Moraine lies midway
between Lake Ontario and Lake Simcoe, and extends
in anarrow band (about 15 km across and 160 km
long) from the Trent River in the east to the Niagara
Escarpment in the west.

Members of the Etobicoke
Camera Club were given
permission by the current
Prior of Mary Lake
Monastery, Father Leo
Cameron, to visit the
monastery grounds. The
outing encompassed |ots of
variety — the exterior and
even some interiors of
buildings belonging to the
monastery, including the
wonderful old barn, and some Iovely Oak Ridges
Moraine landscape, with rolli ng , beech and
hemlock forests, and of - -
course the lake which
givesthe property its
name.

Those lucky enough to
attend this outing
reported that it was an
absolute winter
wonderland with many
great photographic
opportunities.
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
