MEMBER’S SHOW
North to Alaska
By Rita & Art Tracey

Rita & Art shared with us a travelogue slideshow on
their motor home trip to Alaska. Most of the show

focused on the beautiful Alaska Highway portion of
the trip.

The Alaska Highway was started during the war in
1942 as a strategic supply route for the military. It
was completed in an amazing 8 months and 12 days
and runs from Dawson Creek, BC to Delta Junction
Alaska via Whitehorse, Yukon. It is 2297 km (1390
miles) long although the historic end of the highway
is at milepost 1422.

Rita’s commentary was full of interesting facts such
as above, but also a number of humourous stories
such as the night that they camped with an army
convoy one night only to be awakened at to a bugle at
6am the next morning. Needless-to-say, they
carefully avoided them in the future.

Images of Fanshaw Lake were very colourful
reflecting the effect of copper oxide leaching into the
lake.

They showed us a world famous signpost which
started as a single sign many decades ago but has
grown to over 20,000 signs to places all over the
world. It is still growing so it would be interesting to
see what the count is if you ever travel up the Alaska
Highway.

We toured historic towns such as Whitehorse and
saw images of the Klondike, a famous steam boat
stern wheeler which is now a museum.

The far north is
photographer’s delight in
the summers since there
is still enough light to
take pictures after
midnight. There are
hours beautiful late day /
early morning light for
great shooting.

They treated us to a wide
variety of interesting
images from cotton grass after a fire to thick ice jams
on the rivers in the middle of June.

As they traveled higher and higher into the
mountains, the colour of the mountain range seemed
to change. Very interesting. The lovely Alpine
flowers we saw along the way probably contributed
to some of that interesting colouring of the moutains.

We even saw a fun shot of Art eating a “small”
cinnamon bun (actually it was the largest cinnamon
bun I have ever seen and as a cinnamon bun lover, I
think I would make that trip just for one of those
beauties - editor).
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Not all was fun and cinnamon buns. Apparently the
mosquitoes up there are pretty brutal and the mud on
the unpaved sections was even more brutal as shown
in some shots of their motor home. Even Dawson
had muddy streets. The permafrost also plays havoc
with the road so be prepared for some slow tough
going at times. But according to Art & Rita, the
beauty and grandeur of the wilderness was still well
worth it.

And in the “Isn’t it a small world category?” Art &
Rita bumped into some friends from Islington
Camera Club days in the middle of Dawson.

After 5 weeks of travel on the highway, they reached
Alaska which boasts 8 national parks, the most
famous of which is Denali. They saw lots of wildlife
including moose, caribou, and bears.

If you plan to visit Denali, keep in mind that they
have introduced shuttle buses in order to reduce the
human impact on the park. This does limit the photo
opportunities somewhat.

We saw some
wonderful
shots of
glaciers and a
very
interesting
effect was
created when
the projectors
flashed on and off in rapid succession. (How quickly
we forget some of the interesting tricks one can do
with slide projectors). The music at this point in the
show became very grand, in keeping with the very
grand spectacle of the glaciers. At one point they
were able to take a ½ mile hike to the base of the
glacier and actually touch the blue tinged ice.

Their trip progressed with an interesting variety of
shots from huge salmon and halibut, to Russian
churches, very colourful spirit houses in the
graveyards, to flower gardens with gigantic cabbages
weighing 70 to 80 lbs – amazing.

Rita has a lovely voice for commentary and told their
story with just the right amount of information and
humour.

When asked “What was the highlight of your trip?”,
Rita immediately said “Denali” (Mt McKinley). She
said it was clear even at a distance of 60 miles and
closer up it was truly majestic.
